SAIRANG IN MIZORAM, a lav- 
ishly green mountainous town 
with meandering streams, has 
always been quiet — until Sat- 
urday, when a crimson red 
train chugged through. 

The Sairang-Anand Vihar 
Rajdhani Express was the first 
toruninthestateas Prime Min- 
ister Narendra Modi inaugu-
